The logo of the 37™ International Military Chiefs of
Chaplains Conference — Athens 2026, convened by NATO
member states and partner countries under the general theme
“The Essence of the Character and Mission of Military
Chaplains,” offers a vivid and symbolic representation of the
central concept of this theme. Condensed into a concise, two-
word expression, this concept is Sacrificial Love.

It is the love of the shepherd —the spiritual father— who
stands ready to sacrifice even his own life for the protection of
his rational flock; that is the military personnel, the women and
men serving in the Armed Forces of his country.

The logo depicts the pelican piercing its own breast with its
long beak, in order to instill drops of its own blood into its
dying newborns as an antidote to the venomous attack they
have suffered from a hostile poisonous serpent.

This image of the self-sacrificing pelican was already known
in Ancient Greece, where this tender-hearted bird was regarded
as a symbol of parental devotion and love for one’s offspring.

The Christian Church adopted this image as a symbol of the
sacrificial love of its Founder, Jesus Christ, who willingly
sacrifices Himself upon the Cross, shedding His blood for the
salvation of all humanity. For this reason, during the Service
of the Epitaphios Lament on Holy Friday, a well-known verse
from the Second Stasis of the Lamentations is chanted in all
Orthodox Churches:

“Like the pelican,
wounded in Your side, O Word,
You gave life to Your dead children,
pouring upon them the life-giving streams.”

Archeological Site of Acropolis: The Acropolis of Athens is one of the most
important and recognizable archaeological sites in the world, and a symbol of
ancient Greek cultural heritage. The imposing rock of the Acropolis rises in the
center of Athens and has been inhabited since prehistoric times, with
archaeological findings dating back to the Bronze Age. In ancient times, the
Acropolis served both as a fortified center of the city and as a religious and
cultural hub, primarily dedicated to the city’s patron goddess, Athena. Today,
the Acropolis is a UNESCO World Heritage Site, attracting millions of visitors.

Hosios Loukas’ Monastery in Boeotia: The monastery of Hosios Loukas is one
of the largest and most significant monuments of the Middle-Byzantine
Period, situated in a beautiful and unique landscape of Boeotia. The first
monastic community was founded by the hermit Hosios (i.e. the Blessed)
Loukas himself in 946. In the second half of the 10th century, the church of
Theotokos was built, the first and most elaborate example of the cross-in-
square complex four columned type in Greece.
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
